Policies

 Students must participate in the instructor-lead activities/courses offered each day. 

Fees 

 To provide adequate staffing each day and materials for the students the Enrichment Arts Academy 

requires that students enroll and pay for the entire quarter.  Students who attend solely for homework 

help will be billed at the end of each month.  Students may attend any day of the week, but they may 

not switch days. Classes begin at 3:20.  See fee breakdown below.   

 Option 1 - Homework help - 2:30-3:15 = $3/day 

 Option 2 - Homework help plus 1 class with instructor - 2:30-4:20 =$ 5/day 

 Option 3 - Homework help plus 2 classes with instructor – 2:30-6:00 = $10/day
