Prompted by respect for the human body and a
deep faith in the resurrection of Christ through the
centuries, the Church has encouraged burial of the
bodies of the dead after the marmer of Christ's own
burial. It remains the will of the Church that this
hallowed and traditional practice be maintained.
However, recognizing particular circumstances, the
Church issued an Imstruction on Cremation in 1963
allowing some latitnde, imder certain conditions, to
Catholics requesting cremation.

Recently the Vatican published updated gmdelme
for Catholics reparding cremation. The instruction
Rise With

“Ad resurgendum con Christo”™ — “To
Christ,” issued by Pope Francis restated the original
guidelines and  directives for cremation
emphasizmg in partoular the obligation of
Catholics to properly entomb cemated remains.
While cremation has been permitted by the Church
since 1963, this new instruction states “during these
tterverang years, while the practice of cremation has
notably increased mew ideas contrary to the Church's
fumth have alse become widespread  Most conpnon has
been the growing practice of g cremated remuais at

objects.” (§#1.6,7). The nmew imstruction states that
these practices are contrary to the understanding
and teaching of the Church with regards to the
dignity and reversnce deservedly given to the

human body.

The 1983 Code of Camon Law states: “The Church
the bodies of the dead be observed: 1t does nof. however,
forbid cremation wunless if hes besn chosen for reasoms
which are contrary fo Christumn teachimg. ™ (#1176).

Although cremation is permitted by the
Church, it does not enjoy the same value as burial of
the body as is stated in the Order of Christan
Fumerals. (Appendix 2: Crematiom #413). It is always
the emcouraged desire and best practice that the
celebration of the fumeral li be held within a
reasonable time after death, prior to crematiom. If
this is mot possible the cremated remaims should be
treated with the same respect givem to the human
body before, during and after the funeral dtes. This
indudes: the use of a worthy vessel for the remains;
the marmer in which it is carried; the care and
attemtion to the appropriate placement and tramsport;
and the final disposition. 1T completion of the
prescribed fumeral rites, the cremated remains are to
be interred in the same manmer as the human body
from which they came. As the new instrucion states:
“proper tnterronent can be burial tn e grave, masoleum or
columbotum.”  (£5). The practice of scattering
cremated remains in the sea, from the air, or on the
